Vestibular disorders are not easy to diagnose.  
On average, patients consult 4 or 5 doctors before 
receiving a diagnosis.**

Your doctor will take a medical history and may 
order several types of testing, including:

HEARING

Getting a diagnosis may mean ruling out other  
conditions. Your condition may be short-term (acute) 
or long-term (chronic).

Your treatment will depend on your diagnosis.
